Plan A
Plan A is simple: The festival takes a chunk of the gross and splits the rest 50-50 with the show. The “chunk” is equal to 40 percent of the maximum number of tickets that can be sold multiplied by the maximum ticket price for the show. There is an application deposit, due on contract signing. The amount of the deposit depends on the size of the theater: $300 for the Beckmann, $400 for the Sargent, $500 for the Cullum, and $600 for the enhanced Cullum.

Plan B

Please see the explanation of the Profit-Sharing Portion (PSP) in the manual. For reference, see below: 
PSP is an amount equal to the Producer-elected Percentage of GBOR (Gross Box Office Receipts) x 10 x the number of seats x the number of performances of Show x the Length Factor (based on the length of run time).  
Suppose the Producer chooses Plan B for 2 performances and elects 50% for Show at Sargent:
