Plan A
Plan A is simple: The festival takes a chunk of the gross and splits the rest 50-50 with the show. The “chunk” is equal to 40 percent of the maximum number of tickets that can be sold multiplied by the maximum ticket price for the show. There is an application deposit, due on contract signing. The amount of the deposit depends on the size of the theater: $300 for the Beckmann, $400 for the Sargent, $500 for the Cullum, and $600 for the enlarged Cullum.

Note: Yes, this is complicated. On the plus side, the PSP amount per seat per performance used to be the same for every show, regardless of running time. A flexible PSP means that a shorter show pays a smaller PSP amount, which is only fair. “Time is money!”
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
